Artist statement
I have always been interested in the human figure.  In this series, my goal was to see how abstract the human figure can get while still retaining the features that people deem identifiable.  I focused mainly on portraits, because it is primarily the face and the head that people use to identify one another.  This can be seen when someone changes their appearance drastically.  In such instances, people have delayed response times in identifying one another.  This holds true even if they are their closest family and friends.  Yet even with drastic changes in appearance, the people are still identifiable because of their unique identifying characteristics.  Through abstraction, I create the change in appearance, but try to retain these unique identifying characteristics, thus still making the figures identifiable.  The identity of the subjects varies from people I know to strangers that I don’t know.
